The First Plague - Ex. 7:14-25
BLOOD-

Gen. 747 - Thus saith the Lord, In this thou Shalt Know that I am the
Lord: behold, [ will smite with the Rod that is in mine hand
upon the waters which are in the river, and they shall be
turned to blood.

-Gen, 7:8 - And the fish that is in the river shall die, and the river
shall stink; and the Egyptians shall loathe to drink of the
water of the river.

- Judgment began with the sacred river Nile.

The Second Plague- Ex. 8115
FROGS-
Gen. 82 - [ will smite all thy borders with frogs
Gen. 83 - And the river shall bring forth frogs abundantly, which shall
g0 up and come into thine house, and into thy bed chamber, and
upon thy bed, and into the house of thy servants, and upon thy
people, and into thine ovens, and into thy kneading troughts:
- Frogs were held scared in Egypt, so that this plague would
both demonstrate God's power, and also strike a fone of the
Egyptians form of religion, the frogs could not be killed
because of their sacredness. But such a large number became
revolting and loathsome, especially because of cleanliness
was a particular mark of the Egyptians

The First Plague - Ex. 7:14-25
BLOOD-

The Forth Plague - Ex. §:20-32 "
FLIES- Ex. 8:20 - And the Lord said unto Moses, Rise yp early in
: the morning, aand stand before Pharaoh; Lo, he
cometh forth to the water; and say unto him, thus
saith the Lord, Let my people go, that they may
serve me,
Ex. 8:24 - And the Lord did so; and there came a grevious
swarm of flies into the House of Pharaoh, and
into His servants’ houses, and into all the Land

of Egypt: The land was corrupted by reason of the
swarms of Flies.

The Fifth Plague - Ex. 91-7

Murrain - Ex. %3 - Behold, the hand of the Lord is upon thy Cattle
which is in the field, upon the horses upon the
Asses, upon the Camels, upon the oxen, upon the
Sheep: there shall be a very grevious murrain.

Ex. 96 - And the Lord did that thing on the morrow, and all
of the Cattle of Egypt died: But of the Cattle of
the Children of Israel died not one.

- Murrain, a pestilence among cattle. A terrible
blow at Egyptian Gods. The Bull was their chief
God. (Sacred animals)

The Sixth Plague - Ex. 9:§-12

BOILS - Ex. 98 - And the Lord said unto Moses aand unto Aaron, take
to you handfulls of Ashes of the furnace, and let
Moses sprinkle it twoard the beaven in the Sight
of Pharach.

Ex. 99 - And it shall become smaall dust in all the Land of
Egypt, and shall be a boil breaking forth with
blains upon man. and upon beast throughout all the
Land of Egypt.

- This plague was upon both man and beast, even on
the magicians, from ashes which Moses Sprinkled in
the Air. It was directed against both the
Idolators and the Idols they worshipped.
