Shiloh

Bro. Frank Weston Sandford was used of God For God's GLORY ALONE, to start the
Ministry & Biblical community called Shiloh (Later named The Kingdom,) near Durham Maine.
Born on October 2™, 1862, in Bowdoinham Maine, and died on March 4™ 1948, in Hobart New
York, at age 85. He also was buried in Hobart. After his passing, Victor Abram took over this
Ministry. It is now called Kingdom Christian Ministries. They claim to hold to all the same
Teachings, but are really not the same anymore. They are VERY few, but some churches in the
U.S., are affiliated with this group.

Bro. Sandford was the 10" child, born into a farming family. People recall he always
seemed a natural born leader, even from his youth. His Dad died when he was 14. By age 16, he
was teaching School. He had completed a year of teaching, and was in his 2", when shortly after,
his mother invited him to a Revival meeting, at her Free Will Baptist church. He reluctantly
accepted the invitation. It was through this, that on February 29™ 1880, at age 17, he was
Gloriously Converted. He immediately threw away his tobacco, and publicly announced his
Conversion, not only at church, but also at Nichols Latin School.

He went to Bates College, on a general scholarship. Eventually, was elected Class
President, and even was a Coach and Catcher, for the Baseball team. Graduating with honors in
1886, he was chosen to give the Commencement Address. He Captained a Semi-Pro team fora
summer, and was even approached by professionals to join. After a teammate ridiculed him for
attending church on a State of Maine Fasting Day, he left and returned to Bates College to attend
Cobb Divinity School. While there, he became frustrated with the mix of Formalism and
Religious Modernism, in so called Bible School Training. Bro. Sandford said God Addressed him
with The Words of Matthew 5:6 Directly! For the rest of his life, he distrusted “academic
religion.”

Soon after, at age 24, he dropped out of Seminary, and was called upon to be the pastor of
the Free Will Baptist church in Topsham. With God's Help and zeal, within three years, God had
Blessed him with 300 converts, and more than 100 Water Baptisms, at Revivals.

While pastoring in Topsham, he was principal of the Topsham Schools. He organized
sports programs, for local children and paper mill workers.

In 1887, Bro. Sandford's life was beginning to change. For in July, he met with other
students at Dwight L. Moody's College of Colleges- Northfield Mt. Hermon School in Northfield,
Mass. It was the 2" Annual student volunteer movement. The College men who attended this
meeting, showed great interest in Foreign Missions. Bro. Moody himself, With God's Help,
inspired Bro. Sandford with 3 great Spiritual ideas: 1. Personal Holiness; 2. Living By Faith; & 3.
Informal preaching. Shortly after, he read Hannah Whitall Smith's book on the “Christian's
Secret Of A Happy Life” (1875). Smith apparently stressed the IMORTANCE of “Higher Life”
Christianity. He was mostly attracted to her emphasis on action. A life that acts on F aith, one that
obeys God, by DOING what He Says!!

Later that fall, Bro. Sandford attended a Conference with Bro. A.B. Simpson, of The
Christian Missionary Alliance group, as the Guest Speaker. Bro. Simpson emphasized Missions
and Deeper Life Holiness; and also Divine Healing. He met his future wife, Mrs. Helen (Kinney)
Sandford, at this meeting. She was the daughter of a wealthy cotton broker. She had surrendered
a Career in art, to be a Foreign Missionary for Jesus, just as Bro. Sandford, himself, gave up a
Career in Baseball, for The Gospel Ministry.
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In the summer of 1888, Bro. Sandford went to the Niagra Bible Conference. There they
emphasized the imminent, pre-millenial Return Of The Lord Jesus Christ. All these Doctrines
came together for him, after he was asked to pastor a Free Will Baptist Church in Somersworth,
N.H.

Apparently, while there, he and another young Minister, were invited to travel around the
world, in a Missions trip. Apparently he traveled to Japan, China, India, Egypt and Palestine.
While there, he saw the China Inland Mission of Hudson Taylor. He noted with admiration, how
they depended on God for all their support, and divide their supplies equally. He developed a life-
long passion for the Holy Land, while there, and more knowledge of it. However, almost died
when his steamer sank off Jaffa.

After returning to America, his pastorate seem tame and the congregation narrow-
minded. Shortly after, (about 1891 or 1892), he asked Sis. Helen to marry him. He had met her
again, while in Japan. He asked her how she would feel about leaving the pastorate, and going
out to preach The Gospel with no visible support. Anotherwords, preaching The Gopel, and
living by Faith, not taking up collections. She replied: “i think it would be lovely.” So, on New
Years Day, 1893, Bro. Sandford gave his “Farewell” sermon, and told the congregation, that God
told him to “Go!” He resigned, and gave away all he had. Apparently, even during a bad time
economically.

The congregation had not received his message anyway.

Bro. Sandford then went to Maine, and he and his wife began holding meetings in the
rural areas, with no financial support. He continued to preach, With God's Help. When he had
preached with a salary, in NH, he said he felt like a hireling. Sometimes like a piece of beef steak
sold. Although he did not solicit money, or pass a plate in his meetings, eventually some people
slowly started to feel Led of God to support the work. The Lord met the needs. About 1894, in the
fall, he had come to the point where he was ONLY following The Holy Ghost Leading him in
everything. He left the Free Will Baptists completely.

At this time, With God's Help ONLY, Bro. Sandford began a monthly magazine, called
“Tongues of Fire.” It was a Newsletter for his Ministry. In it, he requested for other Gospel
workers to join him in The Ministry.

A year later, By God's Grace, he had a few Dedicated young people for the cause. He
announced the beginning of a Bible School. He called it: “The Holy Ghost and us.” There was no
tuition, no “courses,” and Bro. Sandford was the teacher. The Bible was the ONLY “textbook.”

In 1896, God told him to build a home for the Bible school, on a sandy hill, near Durham.
At that time, he only had 3 pennies in his pocket. He had faith that God would meet the need
without explicitly asking for money. He felt it was okay to just list the needs for prayer in Tongues
Of Fire. It was a miracle how God met the need. Thus Shiloh, was born.

Bro. Sandford intended to only name the main building Shiloh, after the place in The
Bible. But the name took precedence over the place. Even, over the name “The Holy Ghost and
us'”

Shiloh became a Biblical community. It was noted as it's own “city,” even. About 1901, it
looked similar to Jerusalem in pictures, especially with it's unique set up. There was a gold crown
atop the main building, and the buildings were mostly all connected, looking like the high walls of
a Biblical city. At one point, it is noted there were about 600 residents at Shiloh.

Things were done God's way at Shiloh, not man's way, nor your own.

There was structure in the community.

They had a daily schedule.
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Their schedule was something like this: 1 or 2 hrs. of private devotions in the morning;
Then Breakfast and kitchen chores next. Followed by 9:a.m. Prayer. Then, Bible school classes till
noon. Then lunch. After that: personal, office or household duties. However, this schedule could
be interrupted at any time, for specific requests for prayer. God's work cannot be crammed into
a human schedule, fussy ideas about order, were not appropriate, at Shiloh.

Bro. Sandford Believed Saturday (the 7" day of the week), is the Biblical Sabbath. So,
Saturday, of course was kept as a day of rest. However, Believing that Jesus rose from the dead
on Sunday morning, Shiloh kept Sunday as a day of Worship, in celebration of The Resurrection.
Bro. Sandford also kept God's yearly Biblical Feasts / Holy Days at Shiloh. Through study of
Scripture, and by Revelation of The Holy Ghost, he Believed Jesus was crucified on Thursday, so
at Passover time, they had a Solemn Assembly / Prayer, from 9: a.m. To 3:p.m., that day.

In 1896, during summer, while publicly speaking about the two witnesses in Revelation, he
said that the school would stand by, and if need be die with them.

In 1898, he found additional Spiritual & financial support from Higher Life Christians in
Boston and London. So, he felt to start an outpost in Palestine. On his first trip to Jerusalem, he
received the Revelation of the British Israeli message. He quickly wrote a paper about England
and America being the descendants of Ephraim & Manasseh. That the 12 tribes were scatterd
abroad. Divine Healing became an IMPORTANT part of his teaching, at the turn of the century.
In 1897, he had seen God perform miracles through Bro. John Alexander Dowie.

[Note: Bro. Dowie, With God's Help, established Zion City, in Illinois. It was originally to
be a refuge for God's people, separate from the rest of society. Bro. Dowie in his late years,
became ill and was in a wheelchair. He was overthrown at Zion city.]

Tongues of Fire begain heralding wonderful miracles by God at Shiloh. A 3 yr. old blind
girl received her sight, and God raised Sis. Olive Mills from the dead. Bro. Sandford heard of Sis.
Mills passing, and rushed to her room. He shouted: “Olive Mills! Come Back! In The Name Of
Jesus Christ Of Nazareth, Come back!” God brought her back to life! He Believed in the laying
on of hands, and praying the prayer of Faith In Jesus Name. He didn't believe in trusting doctors.
Bro. Sandford Believed sickness was either discipline from God, or an attack of Satan. In 1899 he
felt to build a hospital. The hospital had running water and electricity, eventually. Doctors were
only allowed for consultation and diagnosis. No medicines were offered, ONLY prayer. Once, in
January 1904, when prayer was offered for a young boy, he still died. Bro. Sandford was sued
with manslaughter charges. In the Androscoggin County Courts, the charges were dismissed. It
was settled that no one could charge him for merely Believing in the prayer of Faith.

All the students got a desire for foreign Missions. Bro. Sandford felt to get a boat, to be
able to go to Palestine. First, they acquired a $10,000 “Coronet.” Later, a larger one they called
“The Kingdom.” They had made a couple quick trips to Jerusaiem. But on this major voyage,
The Kingdom ran aground off the coast of Africa and was destroyed. Bro. Sandford of course
picked up the crew. Now, two crews were aboard The Coronet with only enough supplies for one
crew. God Led Bro. Sandford to go to Greenland, but everyone pressed him to go home. They
were 3 weeks from home. He gave the order to go home, but he warned them that they might not
make it. It was a nightmare. It lasted a month. Six men died of scurvy. When they reached Maine,
officials were waiting on him. In 1911, he was convicted of manslaughter, and put him in the
Atlanta Georgia State Penitentiary for 7 years. After he got out, they tried to make a go of Shiloh,
but when Sis. Elma Hastings died, the government claimed the children were neglected. They
were shut down in May of 1920.




Notes:

Bro. A.J. Tomlinson of the Church Of God, and Bro. Charles Fox Parham were influenced
greatly by Bro. Sandford, for God's Glory ALONE!! Bro. Parham had even visited Shiloh,
apparently, even before he had his Bible school, and before The Outpouring Of The Holy Ghost

at Azusa St.

Bro. Sandford Believed in Closed Communion. Anotherwords that you needed to be
TRULY Born Again, before you partake.

He did not believe in a pre-trib rapture.

In the prison, God used him to hold weekly Bible classes. He sarted with 1, and it grew
With God's Help ONLY to over 100.

Some of the men went to work in the mills locally before Shiloh closed, after that the
people's motive changed.

Only the main building at Shiloh remains. The work is o longer connected with
“Kingdom Christian Ministries.” It is called “Shiloh chapel.”

God spoke to Bro. Sandford once and told him “Elijah Is Here!” He was the forerunner of
The Elijah Ministry in the last days. He had The Ministry and Anointing of FElijah, and he
Believed that anyone who was Chosen by God to carry The Truth Of God's Word he preached,
would have that Anointing too.

II. We ought to be lionlike because of our parentage.

This was spoken of the tribe. God intends the same for the
ten tribes of Israel. Fzek. 19: 2, we read, *“What is thy
mother?"” and the answer is, “a lioness.” “Dan is a lion’s
whelp.”” His father is therefore a lion. “‘Gad. . . dwelleth as a
lion, ' Deut. 33: 20. ‘‘He executeth the justice of Jehovah.’' In
1 Chron. 12; 8, we read that the descendants of Gad who came to
David in a time of great suffering, who, as Brother Gleason
just preached, was being perfected through seven years of re_
proach and seven years of wandering over the face of the earth,
were lionlike. *‘There separated themselves unto David into the
hold to the wilderness, men of might, and men of war for the
battle, that could handle shield and buckler, whose faces were
like the faces of lions.
‘ If you turn over to I Kings 10: 19, 20, you will read of
Solomon's marvelous temple, and the throne. ‘*The throne
had six steps. ... And twelve lions stood there.’” That is,
each of the twelve tribes is represented as being a lion. Now,
since the father of Israel was a lion and the mother was a lioness,
we should expect lions from such parentage, and in this temple
which represents God in His glory and majesty more than any
other building ever represented it, each one of these twelve
tribes is represented as being a lion. And, beloved, the only
way to reach the throne where sits the Royal and Majestic One,
is by going up these six steps, on each step of which are two
lions and on each side as we go are six lions, and thus amid the
twelve lions of Israel we approach the Lion of Judah. Hallelu-
jah! it is lions who are going to reign and sit upon the throne
beside Him who is the Great Lion of the Universe.

So lionism is in the air because the Lion of Israel is in the
air. He has sprung already, and a company of royal hearted
followers are gathering around that King in action, to leap, not
from Bashan, but from wherever they may be, upon the prey.
