Teams

Each player that signs up will be placed on one of two teams at the discretion of the quizmaster. The teams will be balanced as close as
possible by age.

Each team will be divided into 2 Squads according to ages. Thiswill be at the discretion of the quizmaster, but will roughly divide as
follows. Squad A ages 8-13 and Squad B ages 14-18. This division will allow for targeted questions to challenge the different age groups.
