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Last study we looked at 2:16 and the deepening insight of the Bride. Truth is not going to come to one who is not walking with the Lord.
Y ou must walk in what light you have received if you are to receive more.

John 7:17 — If any man will do hiswill, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether | speak of
myself.

The maiden's knowledge and insight into the things of God are developing as she walks with God. Y ou are not going to understand the
deeper things of God unless you walk consistently with Him.

Matthew 6:23 — But if thine eye be evil, thy whole body shall be full of darkness. If therefore the light that isin thee
be darkness, how great is that darkness!

It is necessary that we grow and advance not only in Revelation but in Experience. We have ceased to grow and devel op when we cease to
apply the truth and walk in it. Some folks have strange ideas regarding "revelation" but AL L Revelation comes from the Word of God.

God' s ultimate Eternal Purpose is that He might have a Bride that is one with Him. If we want to win the goal, we must run in the race.

B. The Night

1. Night Speaks of Separation.
